INFORMATION ABOUT CERTIFICATION TESTS

IMPORTANT:

All Illinois certification candidates need to pass three tests in order to be eligible for an initial certificate:

1. Basic Skills Test (96) - must be passed in order to be admitted to a certification program (such as the MAT program).

2. Content Area Test Elementary and Middle Grades (110) – must be passed in order to be approved for student teaching

3. Assessment of Professional Teaching (APT 102) must be passed in order to receive an initial certificate with the state of Illinois.

It is the student’s responsibility to register for these tests and to make sure the tests are taken at the appropriate time in the MAT program. Students should contact their advisor if they have questions.
