Policy for Honorary Members
Eligibility and Membership Requirements

· Honorary membership is open to traditional and field program undergraduate students.  Focus students are not eligible.
· Honorary members must register as members every term with Natalia Jerzewski, the club’s Chairman of the Award and Scholarship Committee.  

· Honorary members must have served in the Chinese Club for two quarters to become eligible for the Outstanding Academic Award.
Benefits
· Honorary members qualify to receive a $50 NLU bookstore gift certificate and the Chinese Club Outstanding Academic Award if they meet the following criteria:
1. Traditional program students must be enrolled full-time (12qh), for three consecutive terms in academic programs; field program students must be enrolled full-time (at least12 qh), for two consecutive terms in academic programs.
2. All students must maintain a G.P.A. of 3.50 out of 4.0 each term


· Honorary members have a chance to be more involved with the Chicago community through a variety of cultural events and meetings to share their ideas and experiences.

· Members have an opportunity to improve their skills in organization, communication, and social interaction through the club’s meetings and events.

· There is no membership fee.
Responsibilities / Duties

Members are expected to do the following:

· Participate in all Chinese Club meetings and events.

· Help organize Chinese Club meetings and events.

· Represent the Chinese Club to the Chicago community at all times.

· Promote the Chinese culture to the Chicago community.
